FOR THE SPECIAL MEETING OF THE

 CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BANDERA
NOVEMBER 13, 2014
 AT 6:00 P.M. IN THE MUNICIPAL BUILDING 

AT 511 MAIN ST., BANDERA, TX

I. Meeting called to order by Mayor Don R. Clark at 6:00 pm.  Council members 

John Hegemier, Jim Hannah, Suzanne Schauman, and Glenn Clark were present.  City Administrator, Lamar Schulz, and City Secretary, Karen Chesler were also present.

II. Invocation given by Jerry Kral & All stood for the Pledge of Allegiance

III. Visitors to be heard -No one signed up and no one spoke.
IV. Discussion and possible action on the following topics:

A. Comments from Mayor Don R. Clarks;
Mayor Don R. Clark recognized:  Eleanor Dugosh Godley, Bandera’s good will ambassador and dear friend.  Ms. Dugosh Godley has done a good job preserving the history and is a true asset to the community.  Eleanor Dugosh Godley thanked Mayor Don R. Clark and stated originally he did not like anything she did.  Mayor Clark told her she needed to prove it.  Mayor Don R. Clark replied you are a blessing to Bandera.      

Saundra Schott takes care of our animals and volunteers her time.  Saundra Schott has been instrumental in the caring for our animals at the city animal facility.  She is frequently seen walking multiple animals at one time and makes sure the animals are adopted out.      

Martha Shoemaker, you have been a challenge for me.  When I called you, you came.  You filled in for the city secretary and then the municipal court when we needed you.  Ms. Shoemaker has been a huge part of our EDC.  Please keep things moving on our city park.   

Jessica Hawley-Jerome, editor and publisher of the Bandera Bulletin for her factual, informative, and professional reporting of the city council meetings and news related items.  Mayor Don R. Clark thanked her from the bottom of his heart and stated she has been first class.  Thank you for all of you.  You have done things for the City of Bandera. 
Nel, thank you for putting up with me.  Vacation time starts and we will be traveling.  Mayor Don R. Clark’s daughters, Terry, Debbie, Kathy were thanked for being here with us.  Donna Kaye was not present and is the baby of the family.

B. Canvass of the votes of the November 4, 2014 General Election, Precinct 305 City;
Toba Wright-Perez provided the copies of the final tally for the election on November 4, 2014.  Ms. Wright-Perez stated she is the election coordinator and asked if you have any questions about canvassing.  The envelope Ms. Wright-Perez provided contains the results for Precinct 305 which is the tally report from Election Day.  The print out is from the machine but the hand written is from the judges.  A recount is pending for the mayoral race scheduled for tomorrow at 10 am.  Ms. Wright-Perez asked please read the council members on the sheet for the totals.  Council member Jim Hannah has 55 votes, Charlotte Browning 40 votes, and Sheila Pumphrey has 69 votes.  On the canvassing report, on page 28, the final tallies which include absentee, early voting and Election Day.  Jim Hannah with 147 votes, Charlotte Browning has 96 votes, and Sheila Pumphrey has 172 votes.  These are the figures from the election.

Council member Glenn Clark made a motion to accept the canvassing votes for the election on November 4, 2014 for the council members, seconded by John Hegemier.  All in favor.  Motion passed.
C.  Presentation of Certificates of Election to the Newly Elected Council Members;
Mayor Don R. Clark gave the certificates of election to the newly elected council members, Jim Hannah, Charlotte Browning, and Shelia Pumphrey.

D. Oath of Office to newly elected Council Members
