 MINUTES
FOR THE SPECIAL MEETING OF THE

 CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BANDERA
NOVEMBER 18, 2014
 AT 9:00 A.M. IN THE MUNICIPAL BUILDING 

AT 511 MAIN ST., BANDERA, TX

I. Meeting called to order by Mayor Don R. Clark at 9:00 am.  Council members 

Sheila Pumphrey, Jim Hannah, Suzanne Schauman, and Glenn Clark were present.  Charlotte Browning, Council member was absent.  City Administrator, Lamar Schulz, City Secretary, Karen Chesler and City Treasurer, Betty Brown were also present.
II. Invocation given by Jerry Kral & All stood for the Pledge of Allegiance

III. Visitors to be heard – no one signed up and no one spoke
IV. Discussion and possible action on the following topics:

A. Canvass of the votes of the November 4, 2014 General Election, Precinct 305 City for Mayor;
Toba Wright-Perez brought the envelope to Mayor Don R. Clark to canvass the votes for mayor.  The early voting totals were Brian Black with 51, Maggie Schumacher with 10, and John Hegemier with 40.  The Election Day final numbers with totals were Brian Black with 111, Maggie Schumacher 32, and John Hegemier with 117 votes.  
Council member Jim Hannah made a motion to accept the canvassing votes for the election on November 4, 2014 for mayor, seconded by Glenn Clark.  All in favor.  Motion passed.
B.  Presentation of Certificates of Election to the Mayor;
Mayor Don R. Clark stated he did not get one of these when he was elected.  The certification stated, In the name and by the authority of The City of Bandera, Texas This is to certify, that at a general election held on November 4, 2014 John Hegemier was duly elected Mayor.  Mayor Don R. Clark stated congratulations, John Hegemier. 

C. Oath of Office to newly elected Mayor;
Judge Francis Kaiser gave the oath of office to John Hegemier.  In the Name and by the authority of the State of Texas, I, John Hegemier, do solemnly swear or affirm that I will faithfully execute the duties of the office of Mayor of the City of Bandera, the State of Texas, and will to the best of my ability preserve, protect, and defend the Constitution and laws of the United States and of this State and of the City of Bandera, so help me God.  Sworn to and subscribed before me this 18th day of November, 2014.

Mayor Don R. Clark stated John; I present this box to you.  All the secrets and the keys are in this box to the City of Bandera.  Here is also your gavel and block.  John Hegemier took over as mayor.

D. Appoint Mayor Pro Tem;

John Hegemier stated he feels Suzanne Schauman would be a good candidate for Mayor Pro Tem.  
Council member Glenn Clark made a motion to appoint Suzanne Schauman as the Mayor Pro Tem, seconded by Jim Hannah.  Three for – Glenn Clark, Sheila Pumphrey, and Jim Hannah.  Suzanne Schauman abstained.  Motion passed.
E. Recommendation by Municipal Court Judge Frances Kaiser to hire Jannett Pieper as Municipal Court Clerk

Lamar Schulz stated this had previously been on the agenda but had been tabled.  Mr. Schulz handed out Ms. Pieper’s resume.  She would start out at the $12.00 an hour as a permanent employee and it would go up to $14.00 an hour the first of the year (1-1-2015).
Council member Glenn Clark made a motion to hire Jannett Pieper as the Municipal Court Clerk at $12.00 an hour and January 1, 2015 up to $14.00 an hour, seconded by Jim Hannah.  All in favor.  Motion passed.

Don R. Clark stated he would recommend her.

V. Adjourn

Council member Glenn Clark made a motion to adjourn at 9:12 am, seconded by Council Member Jim Hannah.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
